Chinese as a Foreign Language Stream
This stream is suitable for students who
have no Chinese background and families
who may speak a different dialect at home,
and focuses on character recognition.

This course enhances children's sense of aesthetics and creativity. Beyond training in two-dimensional
composition, they also inspire a deeper understanding of proportion and spatial concepts through the construction
of 3D forms. A wide variety of materials, such as pipe cleaners, threads, resin, dried flowers, decorative elements,
and more, are used in combination with watercolor and acrylic paints to provide children with diverse and
engaging ways to express themselves. Children are guided to create works that are both structurally rich and
grounded in real-life experiences. This course covers from simple paper crafts, paper sculpture, and quilling, to
creations using pipe cleaners, lightweight clay, and balsa wood, as well as trendy DIY projects like custom-made
badges, shrink plastic art, and weaving challenges. Based on each child’s skill level, tailored creative guidance is
provided. (Course content may be adjusted based on actual circumstances. Tuition includes material fees.)
